Going paperless not only helps us improve efficiency and reduce errors, it’s also better for the environment 💙
Overall, this should make the process more efficient for both patients and surgery staff, while reducing paper usage over time.
  The paper saving is long-term, not immediate.
  Once patients are fully used to ordering repeats online, there’s no need for printed request slips at all.
  Paper slips create extra steps: printing, handing out, returning, manual checking and data entry.
  Online requests go straight into the system, reducing admin time and duplication.
  Repeat prescriptions run on a 28-day cycle, so patients can reasonably know when they’re due without needing a printed reminder every time.
  Over time, fewer paper slips = less printing, less handling, fewer errors, and a faster process overall.
